RELATING TO DEMOLITION INCLUDING, BUT NOT LIMITED TO, THE FOLLOWING:
3 IT SHALL BE THE RESPONSIBILITY OF THE GENERAL CONTRACTOR AND THEIR SUBCONTRACTORS TO VISIT THE SITE PRIOR TO BID,

AND FAMILIARIZE THEMSELVES WITH THE SCOPE OF WORK. ANY QUESTIONS, COMMENTS, OR CLARIFICATIONS SHALL BE ASKED IN
